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In preparation for holding Art Collaboration Kyoto (ACK) in
November 2022, ACK Executive Committee is open to
accepting applications for art programs in Kyoto to
stimulate the arts within the community with the
cooperation of ACK. Selected programs will receive partial
funding of organizing costs from the ACK Executive
Committee, as well as collaboration in areas that include
integrated publicity with the main ACK program and
encouraging attendees at the main venue to visit satellite
venues.

Application guideline

1. Eligible programs

Eligible programs must satisfy conditions (i)—(iv) below.
(i) They must be held over a period that includes the four-
day period from Thursday, November 17, through Sunday,
November 20, 2022.

(ii) They must be held within Kyoto Prefecture.

(iii) They must be programs intended to display or present
works in art fields. They may be for profit or nonprofit.

(iv) They must be able to carry out activities to welcome
attendees to ACK during the period of the event, such as
talks by artists, performances, and workshops, in
cooperation with the ACK Executive Committee.

2. Eligible applicants
Organizations or individuals with experience in planning and
organizing art programs are eligible. Choose eligibility
condition A or B on the application form.
A Having an address or presence in Kyoto Prefecture
B Having an address or presence outside of Kyoto
Prefecture. However, they must collaborate with those
based in Kyoto Prefecture.
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3. Eligible costs and subsidy amounts
(1) Eligible costs: Costs required to hold the art program

Examples of eligible costs:

Planning costs, venue usage charges, setup costs,
transport costs, material and machinery rental costs,
advertising design costs, printing and binding costs, wages
of temporary employees, honoraria for lecturers and others,
travel expenses, costs of purchase of consumables,
insurance premiums, and other costs

Examples of ineligible costs:

Wages of organization members, management and
operation costs, costs of materials for works exhibited,
costs of purchase of machinery, such as computers and
food costs, and other costs

*Since this subsidy is provided by grants from the Agency for
Cultural Affairs, eligible costs are those within the range of
expenses eligible for Agency for Cultural Affairs subsidies. Contact
us for more details.

(2) Amount of subsidy: Fixed amount of 600,000 yen (not to
exceed the total amount of eligible costs)

4. Details of cooperation

(1) Integrated publicity with the main ACK program (e.g.,
mention in press releases and publicity materials)

(2) Attempts to encourage attendees at the ACK main
venue to visit satellite venues

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7. Screening

Following screening by the screening committee members,
the ACK Executive Committee will make the final decisions
and notify all applicants of the results in late May. Please
note that no answers may be provided to questions about
the process of the screening.

<Key points in screening>

(i) Is the program a high-quality one that is likely to interest
ACK attendees?

(ii) Is there originality in the program?
(iii) Is the content of the program feasible (in terms of
venue, exhibiting artists, and implementation structure)?

(iv) Is the program one that will communicate, domestically
and internationally, the appeal of arts and culture in Kyoto?

8. Program revisions and cancellation

Promptly notify the ACK Executive Committee Office of any
revisions to or cancellation of the program after submitting
the application form.

9. Reports on implementation

Please submit the program report and revenues and
expenditures report within one month after the end of the
program. Subsidies will be paid upon submittal of the above
reports.
