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Bangkok's new cultural institution, Bangkok Kunsthalle, and Art Collaboration Kyoto have jointly
launched a new award.

In addition to financial support, the award offers the recipient a residency and exhibition opportunity in
Bangkok.

Through encounters with different cultures, the program aims to broaden the recipient's perspective
on artistic expression and open up new possibilities for their creative practice.
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From November 13 to 14, four judges will visit each artist’s booth to review the works in person and
conduct the evaluation. The results will be announced at the awards ceremony scheduled on
November 15, held at the venue of the talk program. Following the announcement, a talk program
featuring the judges and special guests will also take place.
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Born in South Korea and naturalised Thai, Marisa Chearavanont is a philanthropist, art collector, and
patron dedicated to connecting Thai culture with the world through art, education, and gastronomy.

In 2022 She founded Khao Yai Art Forest and Bangkok Kunsthalle, aiming to position Thailand as
Southeast Asia’s hub for contemporary art. A member of Tate Modern’s Asia-Pacific Acquisition
Committee and the New Museum'’s International Leadership Council, she was the inaugural recipient
of the RINASCIMENTO+ Award in 2022.

In Asia, she is a Founding Patron of M+ (Hong Kong), serves on the BACC Foundation Committee,
and has been appointed senior expert by Thailand’s Ministry of Culture and Office of the Prime
Minister to advise on contemporary art, culture, and national identity.
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Stefano Rabolli Pansera is the Artistic Director of Bangkok Kunsthalle, Khao Yai Art Forest.

A graduate with Honours from the Architectural Association in London, he worked with Herzog & de
Meuron and taught at the AA before realising projects at the intersection of art, architecture, and
geopolitics across Africa, Europe, and the Mediterranean.

He curated the Golden Lion-winning Angola Pavilion at the 2013 Venice Biennale, designed the
Mangiabarche Open-Air Gallery in Sardinia, and served as Director at Hauser & Wirth in London and
St. Moritz from 2017 to 2022, developing major institutional collaborations with Christoph Blichel and
the Panza Collection.

He is the artistic director of St. Moritz Art Film Festival, which he founded in 2022.
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Born in 1965, he began his career after studying fine art and architecture at Tokyo University of the
Arts. He currently maintains studios in Mexico, China, Belgium, and Japan, and is active both
domestically and internationally. He participated in the “Sculpture Project Mlnster” in Germany (1997)
and the Venice Biennale in ltaly (2003), and has since held numerous solo and group exhibitions
worldwide. In recent years, notable projects in Japan include the creation of the exterior wall for the
flagship store of Isabel Marant and a public art commission at Azabudai Hills.

His debut work Her 19th Foot is currently on view in the exhibition Prism of the Times at the National
Art Center, Tokyo (on display until December 8, 2025).

Yamashita completed an MA in Art Business at Sotheby’s Institute of Art in London, then joining
Sotheby’s Japan where she oversaw the sales of contemporary art. From 2017 to 2022, Yamashita
was the managing director of THE CLUB, a contemporary art gallery in Tokyo, Japan. She was
appointed Fair Director of Art Collaboration Kyoto and Kyoto City Growth Strategy Promotion Advisor
in 2022.
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Bangkok Kunsthalle is a dynamic, rigorous and accessible cultural institution devoted to art, cinema,

music, dance, literature, architecture and other creative languages. Bangkok Kunsthalle represents a
new model of art museum. This alternative institution occupies the abandoned Thai Wattana Panich

building, a leading printing house that was razed by fire in 2001. The raw, industrial space presents a
novel and pioneering platform which mirrors the quality of artworks chosen to be exhibited there.



Bangkok Kunsthalle is an artist driven institution, where each new exhibition activates a new space in
the brutalist complex. Architectural interventions are informed by the artists, their vision and artworks.
Artists invited to exhibit at Bangkok Kunsthalle are commissioned to make site-specific works
addressing the building and surrounding area’s rich visual language and cultural history.

The institution prides itself in its experimental nature, pushing the boundaries of contemporary art
through novel exhibitions and public programmes. At its core, Bangkok Kunsthalle strives to be the
focal point of creative dialogue for not only Thailand but South-East Asia as a whole.

The institution organises about four exhibitions per year featuring international and Thai artists.
Throughout the year it also presents a dynamic public program which includes artists’ talks, lectures,
workshops, screenings and readings to contextualise the featured artists’ practices and to address
wide cultural topics that are relevant and timely.
